URGENT
DINGHY SAILORS

WEYMOUTH REGATTA 2006

Because of the low turnout of dinghies over the past few years, the current Regatta Committee are considering
whether it is worth holding a dinghy event at all. This is because the cost of facilities, plus the time given up by
others to support the event (rescue boats, committee boat, catering, social, beachmasters etc. etc.) is dispro-
portionate to the number of sailors who have been turning out.

This is a great pity: as we know from our selection as the sailing venue for the 2012 Olympics as well as the
RYA’s decision to use Portland Harbour and Weymouth Bay as its primary training water, we have some of the
best dinghy sailing waters in Europe! And yet, when the time comes to hold one of our own major events in the
area, our own dinghies don’t turn out.

Ten years ago or so (I'm getting very old!) we used to have significant dinghy turnouts from Weymouth Sailing
Club and Castle Cove Sailing Club for our annual regatta. We had three days on the water, two in Weymouth
Bay, and one in Portland Harbour, with a single race in the morning and one in the afternoon on each day. We
came into Weymouth Sailing Club for a very sociable lunch when sailing in the Bay, and into Castle Cove when
sailing in the harbour.

So what has gone wrong? The format of the event is no longer as it was: some objected to having to sail back
from Weymouth Bay into the harbour after sailing had finished; we used the same committee boat and some-
times the same courses as the keel boats, and with today’s safety considerations in mind there were those who
thought that keel boats and dinghies mixing in the vicinity of the start line was too dangerous. A number of
changes have been implemented to try and improve the situation, but the number of boats involved has be-
come progressively less.

Or is it just that we don’t want to sail in a local weekend regatta any more? There seems to be precedent for
this in that numbers turning out at weekends for club races have dwindled over past years. Perhaps we are all
too pressurised into doing other things to consider giving precious weekend time to sailing.

| personally have always enjoyed the regatta, both for the sailing and for the social. The keel boat fleets con-
tinue to flourish and get good turn-outs for the regatta weekend, but are we going to lose the dinghy fleets — I,
for one, hope not.

So | thought that for this year | would represent dinghies on the Regatta Committee and see if there is any en-
thusiasm left for such an event in our local club fleets. | have prepared a brief questionnaire which | hope can
be appended to the newsletters of both Weymouth and Castle Cove Sailing Clubs, so that all racing dinghy
sailors can make their feelings known to me.

| really do need this feedback as soon as possible. It is straight forward and won’t take many minutes of that
precious time we all need these days, but without it | shan’t know how best to represent your feelings about
whether we should have a dinghy regatta at all or if we do want one, what format it should take.
