Thanks to everyone who has returned their forms and payments promptly this year.

At the time of writing, with less than 10 days to the 28 February deadline, the club still has in excess of 60
members who have not paid — those who have email have already been sent one reminder.

Please email me the
name of the helm, crew (dinghies only - if applicable), sail number, boat name and boat type so that it can
be entered into HALS. You must have your Portland Port sticker on the boat to race in club races. If you
don’t have email, ask someone to do it for you or leave a note in the club house and call me to let me know.
